Learning Activity (Description in Steps) 

Abstract (limit 100 characters): This lesson teaches the students about the water cycle.  

Details: 1. On the smart board, load up the water cycle game (found 

here:http://apps.southeastwater.com.au/games/education_kidsroom_wcactivity.asp) This teaches 

the kids about the different parts of the water cycle 

2. while the kids are playing the game, pour water into the beaker along with a few droplets of food 

coloring. Allow the beaker to heat up on the hot plate.  

3. Gather the students and  show them the water that is boiling. Ask them which part of the cycle 

they are observing. 

4. To show condensation, place ice into the aluminum container and place the container on top of 

the beaker. Pick up the container- a cloud should form 



5. To show precipitation, allow the container to sit on top of the beaker for a longer time. The 

bottom of the container should drip. 

6. You can recap what the students observed by using the interactive game.

I taught this to the entire class at the same time, but it may be easier if you divided the class into 

small groups and worked with a few kids at a time.
